                                                  7.00pm Prayer around the Cross 

 

Holy Saturday:   3rd April:       9.00pm Easter Vigil  live streamed from the Cathedral. 

 

Easter Sunday:  4th April:        Masses at 9.00am, 10.30am and 12.15pm 

 

Easter Monday:  5th April:        Mass at 9.30am 

 

All the above will be live-streamed from our own webcam EXCEPT  the Chrism Mass and the Easter Vigil which will be 

live-streamed through the Cathedral Website https:// www.corkcathedral.ie. 

 

Thank God for the technology which can help us to communicate with one another each day, but especially now for Holy 

Week and Easter.  We will miss not being together in the Church physically, but some people are finding it easier to pray 

and meditate without the usual distractions.  Each person will have their own way of praying during these special days, 

but it may help to  highlight a few points for each day. 

 

Beginning with Palm Sunday or Passion Sunday:  Jesus was received with the Hosanna on the Sunday and with the  

reading of the Passion we see how He was ill-treated, mocked, scourged and crucified within a week. 

 

On the Monday of Holy Week: we are reminded “like a lamb lead to the slaughter”.  Mary anoints the feet of Jesus to 

prepare Him for burial. 

 

On the Tuesday:  “False witnesses have stood up against me and my enemies threaten violence”.  “I tell you solemnly, 

one of you will betray me”.  “Before the cock crows you will have disowned me three times”. 

 

Spy Wednesday:   Remembering Judas  - “They paid him thirty pieces of silver”. 

 

Holy Thursday:  The Eucharist and Priesthood.  “This is my Body,  This is my Blood”.  “Do this in memory of me”. 

 

Good Friday:  The Cross.  “Behold the wood of the Cross on which hung the Saviour of the World”.  “Woman behold your 

son”.  “Son behold your mother”. “ It is accomplished”. 

 

Holy Saturday:  Waiting and then the celebration of the Vigil.  Light overcoming darkness.  “This is the night”.  The      

readings remind us of how God dealt with His people and He sent them a Saviour: the Lamb of God.  The Mass of the 

Resurrection where we can meet the Risen Jesus. 

 

Easter Sunday:  The empty tomb.  Mary recognised Him when He called her by her name.  They recognised Him in the 

breaking of bread on the road to Emmaus.
