Jesus gives glimpses of this wonderful reality.  He spoke of being sent by the Father 

(today’s gospel) and He promised to send us the Holy spirit to teach us the full truth about 

divine love.  Even at the busiest times, Jesus went aside to tune into the Father’s love 

which we call prayer.
