Day of Reflection 
Earlier today, Wednesday, we diocesan priests spent time in west Cork on spiritual       
reflection for Lent. It took the form of a Lectio Divina on a passage of scripture, in this 
case John’s Gospel on the Raising of Lazarus.  Lectio Divina defines as repeated reading 
of the same piece so as to lead to some inspiration and study. One of the aspects of Lent 
is study of scripture and of holy books. After the reading, we go and walk around with 
those words in our minds, then come back and share. In small groups we bring those 
thoughts. I shared how hurt the sisters Martha and Mary were when Jesus was not with 
them when their brother had died. They had always been there for him. A Nigerian      
colleague shared about grief, his own grief for the loss of his brother recently and his 
grief at how priests and seminarians in Nigeria are being kidnapped and killed by gangs in 
his country. His feeling was not only of grief but of helplessness; unable to be with his 
family at the funeral, unable to travel in danger. We all felt something deep was          
happening, not just in our study, but how these readings, including last Sunday about the 
Woman at the Well and next  Sunday about the Man born Blind, have a deep effect on 
us; how these Lenten Readings were not just a story but a moment of complete change; 
for the woman who carries her good news and for the blind man who gives witness to a 
light shining on his life. Two unlikely people become disciples. Two unlikely people shine 
a light of truth for people. We became aware of the power that each of these Lenten   
stories have on us the more we explore them. 
 
You could say that the whole idea of ‘giving up things’ might no longer be 
essential for living through Lent but that reflection and deep thinking might 
lead to healing of our hearts and minds and reflect a more authentic Lenten 
experience.
